RE: Rules and Regulations for the Association of
Edgebrook HOA

At the regular May 2005 meeting of the Board of Directors was
approved the revised Rules and Regulations attached.

Different from the Declaration and By-Laws, the Rules and

Regulations attempt to provide guidelines for issues that affect life
in the HOA setting



AIR CONDITIONING:

Window or wall mounted air conditioners are not aliowed.

ALTERATIONS/IMPROVEMENTS:

Excavation, construction, or alterations to the exterior is not permiited without
approval from the Board of Directors.

No building, fence, wall or other structure shall he commenced, erected or
maintained upon the properties, nor shall any exterior addilion to or change or
alteration be made until the plans and specifications showing the nature, kind,
shape, height, materials, and location of the same be submitted in writing to the
Architectural Committee, and written permission received from the “Committes™.

ANTENNAE/CABLE/SATELLITE DISH:

Cable may be installed outside of property, but in an inconspicuous neat and

workman-like manner in the rear of the building.

Antennae must be mounted at the back of the home,

Satellite dishes:

- All satellite installations must meet National Electric Code, to include system
ground per NEC standards.

All satellite dish installations should include a ground of the actual dish itself,
per SBCA standards. '

All satcllite dish installations are to have the dish mounted only on the rear of
the house structure, and in a location that renders the dish unable to be
seen from the street directly in front of the home in which the dish is
mounted.

All cable runs from the mounted dish are to be professionally secured, and well
hidden, running in a hortizontal fashion to the closest gutter down spout,
then proceeding vertically to the entry point of the home. Absolutely no
over the gutter runs, and no cable runs are to be on the front of the home.
Entry must be through outside wails only. No window entry will be
allowed. .

Dish sizes should be no more than 18” in diameter.

No more than three 18” dishes will be allowed on a single dwelling.

ANIMALS:

No More than two (2) domestic animals per household provided, however, that
the Association (or Architectural Committee or such other person or entity as the
Association may from time to time designate) may determine that a reasonable
number in any instance may be more or less.

Animals may not be bred or kept for commercial purposes.

BASKETBALL STANDARD/HOOP:



- Only regulation basketball hoops in good repair may be attached to the garage or
garage roof. "

- Portable Basketball standards can only be kept on the in the owners drivewﬁy,
away from the public sidewalk, or stored in the garage.
- Basketball standards are not to be stored lying down in the yard.

COMMON AREAS:
- No parking on any common areas.
- No dumping of yard waste or other materials on common area.

- No organized ball playing allowed on common areas, except in designated areas.
- No goifing on any common areas.

- Construction of structures on common property is prohibited (i.e. sheds).

- No planting of trees or shrubs on the common area without prior written approval
from the Board of Directors

DRAINAGE:
- There shall be no interference with the established drainage pattern over any

property within Edgebrook unless adequate provision is made for proper drainage
and is approved by the Architectural Committee.

GARBAGE/YARD WASTE/RECYCLING:

- No dumping of yard waste or other materials on common area.
~ Do not permit rubbish or debris to accumulate,

- (Garbage or trash containers may not be placed. in the front of the property for
more than a 24 hour period.

GARDEN:

- Garden plots shall be screened and shall not be kept within two (2) feet of any
property line.

FENCES:

-~ Fences cau be no higher that four feet, made of open mesh galvanized chain link
with green vinyl coating.

HOLIDAY DECORATIONS

- Holiday decorations are permitted to be cp and displayed one week prior to
Thanksgiving Day and no later than January 15%.

HAZARDOUS ACTIVITIES: _
- Hazardous construction or activities are not permitted.

HOME/PROPERTY EXTERIOR:

- Furniture placed outside must be furniture designed specifically for outdoor use,
such as lawn furnitore, and must be in good repair and propetly maintained.
- Fire logs must be stored in the rear of the property and neatly stacked.



- Qutdoor fireplaces allowed with the following regulations:
- Only use seasoned firewood and dry kindling,
- only paper may be used to ignite the fire,
- there will be no pollution hurning leaves/grass,
- must be attended by a person 18 or older until extinguished,
- must be Jocated 15 feet from any structure or deck,
- fire must be contained within the fireplace,
- property ownet is held responsible for any damage,
- no burning on the common area,
No signs are permitted on the front median of the subdivision.
No signs permitted on property unless owner obtains written Board approval.
Exterior appearance of all properties shall be kept in good condition and shall be
the responsibility of the owner of the property.
Wash poles, lines, or clothing in front or side yards are not permitted.
The owners yard must be kept free of unsightly weeds.
(Grass must be kept shorter than 6 inches.
All utilities, including electric, telephone and cable, shall be underground.
The area between the right of way line of the street and edge of the macadam
including curbs and sidewalks, shall be maintained by the abutling property
OWNer.

NUISANCE:

- No portion of a homeowner’s property shall be used for substance, item or
material that will emit foul or noxious odors or that will cause any noise or other
condition that will or might disturb the peace, quite, safety, comfort, or serenity of
the occupants of surrounding properties, or the common area.

- No owner or occupant or guest shall operate any machines, appliances,
accessories, or equipment in such a manner as to cause a disturbance to others,

RENTALS:

- All unit owners who do not reside in a unit owned by themselves shall provide the
Board/Management with their permanent resident address and phone
numbers where they may be reached in an emergency, both at home and at work.
Any  expenses of the Board incurred in locating a Unit Owner who fails to
provide such information shall be assessed to that Unit Owner as a cominon
expense. Unless otherwise provided by lay, any Unit Owner who fails to provide
such information shall be deemed to have waived the right to receive notices at
any address other than the address of the Unit.

- No Unit Owner may lease less than the entire unit, nor may the Unit be leased for
transient or hotel purposes. Every lease must be for a period of at least one year.

- Every lease shall be in writing and shall be subject in all respects to the provisions
of the Declaration, By-Laws and Rules & Regulations of the Association.

- Effective May 10, 2003, no further leases shall be permitted if rental occupancy 1o
owner ratio exceeds 13% of the total number of units in the Association.
