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RULES AND REGULATIONS OF
FOREST EDGE HOMEOWNER’S ASSOCIATION

These rules and regulations have been enacted pursuant to the authority vesied in the Board by
Section 3.20 of the Declaration by unanimous consent of the Beard of Directors. All references 1o the
“Declaration” refer to the Declaration for Forest Edge, as amended from time to time. Unless otherwise
defined herein, all capitalized terms shall have the same meaning as set forth in the Declaration.

. icle One
General Rules

1.1 Signage is prohibited and restricted in the manner as provided in Sectiens 5.12 and 8.10
of the Forest Edge Design Manual. Construction signage permitted under Section 8.10 is limited {o one
such approved sign. Approved construction signage shall be removed within three {3) days of issuance of
a Certificate of Occupancy without further notice or demand. No additional signage is permitted
including, without limftation, realtors, brokers, banks and institutions providing financing, architects,
subcontractors, landscapers and the like. All door and window manufacturer tags and labels shall be
promptly removed upon instaliation. Building permits shall be permitted to be displayed in the front
window of a Home under construction but no other signs or displays shall be permitted on any Home, in
any window or elsewhere on any Lot.

1.2 To further the purpose and intent of Section 3.15 of the Declaration; (1) the playing of
music, stereo or other audio visual equipment at such levels so as to be audible inside the Home of
another Owner at any time; (i) Owners shall take such steps as are necessary to prevent any foul or
noxiocus odors from being emitted from their Homes or Lots; noxious odors shall include but not be
limited to odors from pet litter, refuse or waste materials, non-composted manure or mulch materials; (iif)
barbecue and outdoor cooking activity shall be limited to the patio and deck areas of any Home; and (iv)
" with the exception of consiruction dumpsters, no waste or refuse cans, bags or receptacles shall be stored
or kept on any Lot except in a garage which is part of a Home or an approved screened service vard, and
no garbage, lawn refuse or receptacle shall be placed at the curbside earlier than 5:00 P, M. the evening
before such garbage or refuse is scheduled to be picked up.

1.3 Activities such as bicycling, skateboarding, roller-blading or other similar activities must
be performed in 2 responsible and safe manner so as to avoid nuisance to vehicular traffic.

1.4 No Owner shall operate or permit any minor child, family member, or guest of such
Owner to operate any motorized scooter, mini-bike, go-cart, moped, snowmobile, dune buggy,
motorcycle or dirt bike within the Development. Provided, however, that Owners and adult members of
an Owner’s family may apply to the board for issuance of a permit to operate a licensed motorcycle over
the most direct route to such Qwner’s Home,

1.5 No Owner shall store or leave unattended or permit any minor child, family member, or
guest of such Owner to store or leave unattended any bicycles, strollers, carts, wagons, skateboards or
other wheeled vehicies or toys in any of the Community areas or on any Lot in public view.

16 To further the purposes and intent of Section 3.09B of the Declaration, no laundry, rug or
items listed therein shall be hung or shaken from any door, window, window sill, ledge, balcony, terrace,
deck, roof or similar structure or elsewhere on any Lot outside of the Home. Violations of such
provisions of the Declaration shall be punishable by fines pursuant to Section 4.4 hereof.

1.7 To further the purposes and intent 6f Section 3.13, 3.14 or 3.15 of the Declaration,
violations of those Sections of the Declaration sha]l be punishable by fines pursuant to Section 4.4 hereof,

1.5 Each owner shall be entitled to request and receive free of charge one (1) paid assessment
letter annually within ten (10) business days after written request to the Property Manager. Additional
letters will be provided at a cost of $50 each upon such prior notice. Letters requested on a “rush” basis
(on less than ten (10) days prior writien notice)} may be issued at a cost of $100 each, but the Association
shall be under no duty to issue any letters on less than ten (10) business days prior to written notice.

1.9 Dogs, cats and traditional house pets may be kept (as pets and not for breeding purposes)
provided that they are not vicious or destructive, do not unreasonably disturb other Lot Owners, are clean
and quiet and are at all times kept on a leash when outside an Owner’s Lot {and inside an Owner’s Lot if
necessary to restrain or control such pet from leaving the Lot). Pets are not permitted on landscaped
Community or Conservancy areas. The Owner of any pet is responsible for ¢leaning any dirt, waste or
soilage caused by the pet on any Community or Conservancy areas or on any portion of the Lot of another
Owner. No pet may be left unattended at any time on any portion of the Community or Conservancy
areas. The Owner of a pet shall, within 15 days of demand for same, reimburse the Association for any
damage caused by such pet and hold the Association harmless from any loss or liability whatsoever
arising from or growing out of the presence of the pet upon or the actions of such while wpon any portion
of the Community or Conservancy areas. Each Owner having a pet shall keep and maintain his Lot free
from pet waste as determined by the Boeard in its sole discretion. An Owner shall be fully responsible for
the actions of or any damage caused by any pets of any person visiting or residing with such Owner.

1.10  The speed Hmit for all vehicular traffic throughout the Development is 15 miles per hour.
Use of homs is permitted only to the extent necessary for the safe operation of vehicles. QOwners,
Residents, their guests and invitees shall obey all traffic laws of the State of Illinois while in the
Development.

1.11  As it is the responsibility of the Association to maintain, at its sole cost and expense, all
portions of the Community Area Wetlands, no Owner shall apply or permit to be applied any fertilizers,
pesticides, herbicides or other chemicals within 10 feet of a delineated Wetlands area (including any Lot
Wetlands), and shall refrain from any spray type applications in breezy of windy conditions. No Owner
shall dump, deposit or dispose of, or pemmit the dumping, depositing or disposal by its contractors, agents
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or inviiees of any waste, refuse, debris, lawn waste or landscape materials inic any pond, stream or
Wetland area.

1.12  The Owner of any unimproved Lot shall cause all weeds to be cut on at least a bi-
monthly basis for the months of April through October of each calendar year. 1f such Owner fails to do
so, the Association may, upon five (5) days® prior written notice, enter upon such Lot(s) to perform such
maintenance pursuant to Section 3.6B of the Declaration, or otherwise exercise its remedies under Rule
4.11 below.

ARTICLE TWO

2.1.  To further the purpose and intent of Section 3.09 of the Declaratior, Homes shall only be
used and occupied for single family residential purposes by Owners, their immediate tineal family
members, social guests, and tenants pursuant to written leases authorized by and in strict conformity with
the provisions of Section 3.18 of the Declaration. 1f any Owner shall lease a Home pursuant to Section
3.18 of the Declaration, such Owner shall: (i) advise the Board in writing of the names of each tenant; (ii)
advise the Board in writing of such Owner’s forwarding address for billing and notice purposes; and (iii}
provide the Board with a copy of the written lease certified by the Owner as true, complete and accurate
in all respects; provided, however, that the rental provisions of such lease or financial terms as to any
purchase option contained therein may be deleted. Owners may use Homes for giving music lessons or
futoring on a Hmited basis with prior written approval from the Board. All other commercial uses and
purposes and any regularly conducted business activities are strictly prohibited. No Owner shall conduct
or permit to be conducied on any Lot or within any Home a garage sale, house sale or auction.

2.2. To further the purposes and inient of Section 3.12 of the Declaration: No Owner shall
board, raise, keep or breed any livestock, pouliry or animal on any Lot or in any Home or part thereof. In
no circumstances shall any breed of animal, which is traditionally undomesticated be kept or maintained

* in any Home or on any Lot.

2.3 To further the purposes and intent of Section 3.10 of the Declaration as to parking or
repairing of any vehicle, the improper storage of any boat, truck, recreational vehicle, trailer or other
vehicle shall be punishable by fines as provided in Section 4.4 hereof,

ARTICLE THREE
YIOLATION OF CONSTRUCTION REGULATIONS

3.1.  To further the purposes and intent of Section 8 of the Forest Edge Design Manual and the
obligations of Qwners to assure the compliance by their builders and contractors with the Construction
Regulations set forth in the Design Manual, if any Owner or any builder or contractor shall fail to comply
with any of the Construction Requirements set forth in the Design Manual within 24 hours of written
notice of violation to the Lot Owner, the Lot Owner is subject to a fine of $250 per day for cach and every
day that such violation remains uncured, With respect to any subsequent or continuing violation of the
same Construction regulation or requirement, the Board is under no obligation fo first provide to the Lot
Owner or contractor any notice of violation prior to levying a fine of $250 per day.
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
