ARTICLE |
NAME OF CORPORATION

1.01 The name of this Corperation is the RENAUX MANOR TOWNHOME COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION.

 ARTICLE NI
PURPOSE AND POWERS

2,01 PURPOSES; The purposes of this Association is to insure proper Lse, administration and maintenance
of the storm water detention areas, lakes, entry monuments, {andscaped easements, and such other
Common Areas described in Exhibit 8, or otherwise designated by the Board of Directors, for the benefit of
the Property and each Owner thereon, These By-Laws are attached as Exhibit C to the Daclaration of
Easements, Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for the RENAUX MANOR TOWNHOME COMMUNITY
ASSOCIATION {"Declaration™. All terms used herein shall have tha meanings set forth in the Declaration.

2.02 POWERS: The Assocfation shall have and exercise all powers as ara now of may hereafter be granted
by the General Not-for-Profit Carporation Act of the State of iltinois, the Act, the Declaration and these By-

Laws, '

ARTICLE i1t
DEFINFTTONS

3.01 All terms usad herein shall have the meanings set forth in the Declaration.

3,02 Unless the provisions of these By-Laws otherwise require, words imparting the masculine gender shall
include the feminine; words imparting the singular number shall include the plural, and words imparting the

plural shall include the singular.
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ARTICLE 1Y
OFFICES AND AGENTS

4,01 OFFICES AND AGENTS: The Association shall have and continuously maintain within the State of
fltinols a registered office and a registered agent whose offica shall be identical with such registerad office,

In addition, the Association may have such cther offices, either within or without the State of lllinais, as
_the Board of Directors may from time to time datermine, :

ARTICLE Y
MEMBERSHIP AND YOTING RIGHTS

5.01 MEMBERSH!P: Membership in the Association shall be determined pursuant to the provisions of
ARTICLE IV of tha Declaration.

5,072 YOTING RIGHTS: The Association shall have two tlasses of voting Membership,

Class A. Class A Members shall be those Ovners as defined in Article 4.07 of the
Declaration, other than the Declarant, except as Declarant may qualify for Class A Membarship as provided
hereln. Class A Members shall be entitled to one vote for each Lot in which they hold the interast required
for membership under Article 4.02 of the Declaration. When the Qwnership of any one Lot s held by more
than one person or entity, all such persons or entities shall be Members and the vote for such Lot shatl be
exercised among them, but In ne case shalt there be allowed more than one vote for any one Lot.
Howevar, the Board reserves unto itself the right, in its sole discretion, to realiccate the number of votes
per Lot or Unit in conformity with and proportional to the allocation of the Annual Assessment described in

Article V] of the Declaration,

Class B. Class B Membership shali be held by the Declarant, The Class B Member or
Moembers shall be entitled to four (4) votes for each Lot in which it holds the interest required for
Membarship under Article 4,02 of the Declaration, provided that Class B Membership shal! cense and be
converted to Class A Membership upon the happening of the first of the following events:

1. When the total votes outstanding in Class A Memberships equal the tetal number of
votes outstanding in Class B Membership; or

2. Seven (7) years from the recording date of the Declaration.

3. The date designated in written notice from the Declarant to al{ the Owners as being the
Tumnover Date which may be earlier than the date specified in 1 or 2 above,

ARTICLE Vi
MEETINGS OF MEMBERS

6.01 ANNUAL MEETING: The annual meeting of the Membership of the Association shall be held on tha
first Twesday in February in each year or at such other reasonable time or date not more than thirty days
before or after said date as may be designated by written notice of the Board of Directors detivered to the
‘membership no less than ten days prior to the date fixed for said new meeting beginning with the first year
after the Turnover Date for the purpose of electing Directors and for the transaction of such other business
as may come befare the meeting. If any such day shal{ be 2 legal holiday, the meeting shall be held at the
same time on the next succeeding business day. f the election of Directors shail nat be held on the day
designated herein for any annual meeting, or at any adjournment thereof, the Board of Directors shall
cause the election to be held at & special meeting of the Members caued as soon thereafter as conveniently

may be,

6.02 SPECIAL MEETINGS: Special meet’mgé of the Membership may he called at any time by the President
or by the Board of Directors, or upon the written request of not less than one- fuurth (1/4) of ail votes

entitied to be cast at any Membership meeting.

6,03 NOTICE: Written or printed notice stating the place, day and hour of the meeting and, in the case of
a special meeting, the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called shall be delivered either
personally or by mail not less than five (5) nor more than forty (40) days before the date of such meeting.
such notice shall be given by, or at the direction of, the President or the Secretary or the Gfficers or
Members calling the meeting, If malled, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered when deposited in the
United States Mall, addressed to the Member at his address as it appears on the records of the Association,

with pastage thereon prepald.

6.04 PLACE: The Board of Directors of the Association may designate any place within Kane County,
filinots for any annual Membership meeting or for any special meeting calied by the Board, if no designation
{s made, or in the case of special meetings otherwlse called, meetings shall be held at the registered office
of the Association, Netwithstanding the foregoing, should all of the Members meet at any time and place,
efther within or without the State of lingls, and consent to the holding of a meeting, such mesting shall be
valid without call or notice and st any such meeting any corporate action may be taken.

6,05 QUORUM: Except as provided in the Articles of Incorporation, these By-Laws or the Declaration, the
presence at any meeting in person or by proxy of Members holding one-tenth (1/10th) of the votes entitled
to be cast shall copstitute 2 quorum, 1f & quorum s not present at any meeting of Members, a majority of
the votes represented thereat may adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice.

Unless & greater proportion is required by the Ilinois General Not-for-Profit Act, the Articles of
Incorporation or these By-Laws, the vote at any Membership meeting, at which a quorum is present, of the -
majority of the votes present in person or by proxy shall be hecassary for the adoption of any matter voted
upon by the Members. .

In the event the Membership shall consider the designation or transfer of any part of the Commeon Area to
- any municipality, public agency, authority ar utility, or the levying of a special assessment (all a5 provided
- forin the Declaration), or the amending of said Declaration, such matter or matters shall be adopted at a
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Membership meeting at which a quorum is present, upon the afffrmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the
entire Membership,

6,06 PROXIES: At all Membership meetings, each Member may vote fn persan or by proxy executed in
writing by the Member or his duly authorized attomney-in-fact and filed with the Secretary of the
Association, Each proxy shall be revocable and shall automatically cease eleven {11) months after the data
of execution, unless otherwise provided therein, Notwithstanding the foregoing, any proxy given by a
Member who sells, transfers or assigns the interest required for Membership in the Association under the
terms of Articte IV of the Declaration shall automatically terminate upen such transfer,

ARTICLE Yl
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

7.01 NUMBER: From and after the Tumover Date, the Board shall consist of five {5} individuals, each of
whom shall be an Owner or a Yoting Member, or both, Mambers of the Board of Directors shall be elected
at each annual meeting of the Owners as provided herefn, At all times, there will be one Director from the
subdivision known as Renaux Manor Townhome aftar annexation to the Declaration.

7,02 DECLARANT DESIGNATED BOARDS: Anything herein to the contrary notwithstanding, until the first
meeting of the Owners after the Tumover Date, the Board shall consist of three (3) individuals from time to
time designated by the Declarant. Such individuals may, but need nat, be Owners and shall serve at the

discretion of the Declarant.

7.03 TERM OF OFFICE! At their first annual meeting, the Members shall elect three (3) Birectors for &
term of two {2) vears, and two {2) Directors for a term of one (1) year. Upon the expiration of the terms of
office of the Board Members so elected at the first annual meeting and thereafter, successors shall be

elected for a term of two (2) years each.

7,04 VACANCIES; Should the death, resignation or remaval of a Director create 2 vacancy on the Board,
the unexpired term of such Director shall be served by a successor selected by a majority of the rermaining
members of the Board, Any Director may be removed frem the Board, with or without cause, by the

majority vote of the Membership.

7.05 COMPENSATION: No Director shall recefve compensation for any service he may render to the
Association, However, any Diractor may be reimbursed for actual expenses incurred in the performance of

his duties as a Director,

7.06 REGULAR MEETINGS: Anannual meeting of the Board of Directors shall be held without other notice
than this By-Law, immediately after and at the same place as the annual meeting of the Members. The
Board of Directors may provide by resolution the time and place, efther within or without tha State of
Hlinots, for holding of additional regular meetings of the Board without other notice than such resolution,

7,07 SPECIAL MEETINGS: Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by or at the request of
the President or any two Directors, The person or persons authorized to call such special meetings of the
Board may fix the time and place, efther within or without the State of lilinois, as the place for the holding
of any such special meeting, '
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
